Job Description

Chalet Chef

We are currently recruiting Chalet Chefs with at least 2 years experience as professional chefs. You must be conscientious and enthusiastic, outgoing and sociable, as you will be an integral part of the hosting in the chalet (many chalets have open-plan theatre kitchens). A minimum age of 23 is likely, and a UK Passport and a full UK driving licence are musts. A generous remuneration package is being offered to the right candidates.


You must be prepared to work as part of a team as many of your duties will involve assisting other members of staff. As a chef you will be responsible for preparing food that guests will write home about. Therefore a dedicated and professional approach is essential.


A ski season is a great way to spend the winter, and although the hours can be demanding and long, it can be very rewarding, with plenty of time on the mountainside and a good social life. It is also an excellent way to gain experience within the hospitality industry. 

The start of the season is very hectic and many staff feel under pressure, as can be expected when you start a new job away from home. We can assure you that once you have completed your pre-season, 10 day training course and have a few weeks experience working in Nendaz, it all slots into place and your routine will run smoothly and more efficiently as the season goes on. 

You can generally expect to work a long morning, followed by the afternoon off, before returning to your duties stocking the chalet, preparing the canapés and evening meal, and helping to host the evening meal at your chalet.

.

Your role will include:

1. Taking responsibility for the chalet budget. You will need to have experience of catering to a budget, and will be confident and comfortable working within a tight framework.


2. Liaising with the Chalet Host each week to plan your next week's catering, carrying out a weekly shop each Thursday or Friday with them, in time for the guest arrivals. You will also need to shop locally during the week to ensure your ingredients are fresh, sometimes on a daily basis.


3. Keeping appropriate financial records of expenditure (and any income from guests), and liaising closely with the UK office in this respect.

4. Ordering bread daily from the bakers, and co-ordinating the purchase and delivery of any other items needed.

5. Preparing all meals to an exceptionally high standard, quickly and with the minimum of fuss. The Chalet Host should be able to help you in the kitchen, when available, and will serve meals with you.
6. Keeping the kitchen area clean and tidy at all times. If your chalet has a hot tub and other equipment, this may involve being trained on hot tub chemistry to ensure guests do not end up with a green pond.
7. Baking a cake daily (unless not required by guests), for afternoon tea.


8. Helping the Chalet Host with chalet cleaning, organising laundry, snow clearing and any other maintenance tasks that they are undertaking, if required.

General:

Ted Bentley is a small business, so you will need to be a team player to get on. At certain times, for example, someone at the chalet will need to clear away snow, buy fire wood, fetch a replacement gas cylinder for the cooker, arrange ski lessons for a guest, adjust the chemistry of the hot tub water, and a whole load more besides. You need to be the sort of person who understands that is something needs doing, you might as well volunteer to get it done!
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
